OBJECTIVE: Civil War history includes such dimensions as economic, social, political, diplomatic, cultural, racial, and technological.  This particular course focuses on the military dimension.  Students will learn traditional tactical, operational, and strategic military threads of continuity such as the principles of war and then use these analytical tools to study selected battles and campaigns.
